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San Diego’s Johnson, Duquesne’s Hocker,
Monmouth’s Connolly and Hill Highlight the
2006 Football Gazette All-American Team

NORTH AURORA, lllinois ~~ Pioneer Football Conference Player of the Year, Josh Johnson, from the University of San
Diego, Duquesne University’s, Bruce Hocker, who led the nation in receiver yards per game, and the University at Monmouth’s
First-team All-Northeast Conference pick, Matt Connolly, and teammate, Matt Hill, who led the team in tackles, headline the
2006 Don Hansen’s Football Gazette NCAA Division I-FCS Mid-Major All-America team. San Diego’s Jim Harbaugh, who led
the Hawks to the NCAA Division 1-AA Mid-Major No. 1 ranking with it's 27-7 victory over Monmouth (NJ) in the Gridiron Classic
Bowl, and finished the season with his second-straight 11-1 record, was named Coach of the Year.

Johnson earned Offensive Back of the Year while Hocker garnered the Offensive Receiver of the Year Award and Connolly is
the Offensive Lineman of the Year and Hill is the Defensive Back of the Year. Senior Justise Hairston from Central Connecticut
State earned Special Teams Player of the Year honors, while Ray Gensler, from Robert Morris University received Defensive
Lineman of the Year honors. Albany’s Colin Disch claims the Defensive Linebacker of the year award.

Johnson, a Junior, from Oakland, California, is the 2006 First Team All-PFL selection and Player of the Year, led USD to an 11-
1 record and the Div,-1 FCS Mid-Major title and No. 1 ranking with a 27-7 win over Monmouth (NJ) in the first Gridiron Classic
Bowl. He ranks #1 in three NCAA I-AA statistics - total offense (336.7 yards per game), passing efficiency (169.0 rating). He is
the current career I-AA active leader in passing efficiency (172.53) and completion percentage (69.21)... For the season he has
completed 247-0f-371 passes (66.6%) for 3,320 yards and 34 touchdowns; on the ground he has rushed for 720 yards and 11
scores on 107 carries (6.7 yards per carry average)... Johnson passed for 4 touchdowns six times, and rushed for one or more
scores in eight contests - In the team's 56-14 win over Dayton, Johnson completed 26-0f-31 passes for 316 yards, rushed for 2
scores and even hauled in a 25-yard TD reception... In the PFL clinching 38-21 win at Jacksonville (11-4-06), Johnson set a
school record for total offense with 470 yards... he completed 30-43 passes for 384 yards and 4 scores; and added 86 yards
rushing on the ground.

Hocker, a junior, from Upper Marlboro, Maryland, Came back from a broken collarbone that limited him to three games played as a
sophomore to catch 61 passes for 1,070 yards and 16 touchdowns for the 7-3 Dukes. He led the nation in receiving yards per game (107.0),
touchdown catches (tied for first with 16) and points per game by a receiver (9.6), also tied for 13th in receptions per game (6.1), and
averaged 17.5 yards per catch Hocker helped Duquesne secure its eighth consecutive Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference Football League
title (shared with Marist) with a 3-1 league mark He caught at least one touchdown pass in nine of 10 games on his way to tying the school
record of 16 set by Reggie Harris in 2000 . In the only game he did not record a TD (Sept. 30 vs. West Liberty State), he caught seven passes
for a career-high 177 yards. He .topped the 100-yard mark five times and had two games with 10 or more catches (10-125-1 at Fordham and
11-131-2 vs. lona).

Connolly, a senior, from Hewitt, New Jersey, started all 12 games for the Hawks at tackle -Was a First Team All-NEC selection
-Earned Sports Network Mid-Major All-American. Connolly, is a first team NEC selection, and protected one of the nation’s best
passing offenses (208.8 passing yards per game). Behind Connolly, the Hawks had the second best offense in the NEC in
scoring (23.8 points per game) and in yardage per game (353.6 yards of total offense per game)...

Hill, a senior, from Hopatcong, New Jersey, was first on the Hawks in tackles with 85 (51 solo), including four tackles for loss.
He also registered three fumble recoveries, six pass break-ups and three interceptions for 47 return yards. Hill's 265 career
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tackles ranks fourth all-time at Monmouth, while his nine career interceptions is third among all players to play for the Blue &
White. He was part of a defense that was 1st in the Nation in scoring defense, 7th in total defense, 8th in rushing defense and
third in pass efficiency defense. Hill is a First Team All-NEC selection.

Hairston, a senior, from New Britain, Connecticut, numbers in 2006 marked the best single season in school and NEC history.
He had two of the top seven and three of the top 11 individual rushing performances in the nation including a 332-yard
performance on homecoming vs. St. Francis (PA). In that game Hairston set an NCAA record with 197 rushing yards in the first
quarter alone. His 332 yards are a school and NEC record. On the season Hairston had eight 100 yard rushing games, four 200
yard games and one 300 yard game. He averaged a national-best 167.9 rushing yards per game and scored 20 rushing
touchdowns. He also led the nation in all-purpose yards per game at 199.8 yards per game. The senior from New Britain, CT,
finished the season with 43 rushes of 10 or more yards including seven touchdowns runs of over 50 yards. He averaged 6.7
yards per carry on the year, best in the country among backs with at least 140 attempts. He returned seven kickoffs for 157
yards (22.4 yards per return) and returned 15 punts for 136 yards (8.5 yards per return).

Gensler, a senior, from Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, wrapped up his Robert Morris career in 2006 by being named to the All-
Northeast Conference First Team. He finished fourth on the club in tackles with 65, including a team-best 23 for a loss that
totaled 106 yards. Gensler also led the NEC in sacks with 11, helping him tie the Robert Morris single-season record originally
established in 1997 by former defensive lineman Jason Spencer (1994-97). Thanks to his 11 sacks in 2006, Gensler established
a new RMU career record in the category with 19, eclipsing Spencer’s mark of 17. Gensler also recovered a fumble and broke
up five passes. Overall on his career as a four-year starter Gensler finished with 183 tackles, including 75 solo

Disch, a junior, from North Plainfield, New Jersey, is on the 2006 AFCA I-AA Coaches' All-America First Team. Is a Sports
Network Mid-Major All-America First Team. Northeast Conference Defensive Player of the Year for the second straight season.
Is a first-team All-NEC for the third consecutive year. Has had 100-plus tackles in three consecutive seasons. He had 15
tackles in upset of nationally-ranked Delaware. The University at Albany defense ranked nationally in top five in three
categories. Disch totals for 2006 are 103 tackles, including 11 tackles for loss (23 yards) with .5 sacks, caused two fumbles,
broke up four pass break-ups and intercepted one pass for 16 yards.

This marks the 14th year Don Hansen’s Football Gazette, a recognized authority on small college football, has selected an
NCAA 1-AA Mid-Major All-America team.

Jim Harbaugh, led the University of San Diego to the NCAA I-AA Mid-Major No. 1 ranking in 2006. Harbaugh guided his troops
to the Pioneer Football League championship and the national title with a 27-7 victory over Monmouth (NJ) University in the
Gridiron Classic Bowl. His Toreros’ finished with an 11-1 overall record, including 7-0 in the conference, which includes a win
over Yale.
